o Include as first part of project plan.
= Do design specifications.
o Get agreement with client.
o Include as 2nd part of project plan.
= Do technical specifications.
o Get agreement with client.
o Include as 3rd part of project plan.

= Do schedule.
= Do development, testing, and deployment.

* In CSE498, must do all three in parallel (and iterate).
